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Presidential Scholarships
Twelve renewable full tuition scholarships awarded annually to graduating high school seniors. Highly 
competitive scholarship. A complete admission application and scholarship application with one
recommendation must be postmarked by December 15. Finalists will be invited to interview the weekend
of February 16, 2008.

University Scholars Program
Unlimited number of scholarships awarded to graduating high school seniors. This scholarship is based on
weighted GPA (4.0 scale) and test scores at time of admission and has no deadline. See grid below:

Trustee Scholars are awarded $42,000 ($10,500/year) for up to four years of study.  
Deans’ Scholars are awarded $36,000 ($9,000/year) for up to four years of study.  
Alumni Scholars are awarded $30,000 ($7,500/year) for up to four years of study.
